A Call to Prayer

F
or over the past 50 years, the Baptist Resource Network (BRN) of Pennsylvania/South Jersey 

has sought to share Christ and push back lostness in the Northeastern United States. We have 

sought God’s Kingdom (Matthew 6:33), growing in expectancy that God will move, but knowing 

nothing is accomplished without deep prayer. To that end, beginning in January, we will spend

A sailor must manage many threats as they captain their vessel, but no graver 
threat than the doldrums. What are the doldrums? They are the moments when 
the air doesn’t move, and it puts a ship that once was powered by the wind now 
inactive and stranded. It could last for days, weeks, or months. The doldrums of a 
sailor can be a great metaphor for the Christian walk and ministry.

Speciŉc Prayer Points:

•	 Trust that our Heavenly Father will grow us into maturity with every season

The Annie Armstrong Easter Offering (AAEO) was started in 1895 by the Woman’s 
Missionary Union (WMU) to beneŉt the work of the Home Mission Board (now 
known as the North American Mission Board). In 1888, Annie Armstrong was a key 
part of the formation of WMU. She knew that missionaries desperately needed 
support and that local churches needed missions education. Now, in 2026, we 
continue to honor her legacy by supporting missionaries through the AAEO and 
Week of Prayer for North American Missionaries (March 1-8.)

Speciŉc Prayer Points:

•	 Ask the Lord to provide for these missionaries through the local church
•	 For lives to be transformed by the Gospel because of their efforts

These trainings 
equip volunteers with Ŋood recovery skills, chainsaw safety, mass feeding expertise, 
and other essential response trades, so that when disaster strikes they are ready to 
meet both physical and spiritual needs.

In the Pennsylvania/South Jersey region, it is estimated that there are 14 million 
people who do not have a personal relationship with Jesus Christ. Additionally, it 
is reported that every four minutes, one Pennsylvanian or S. Jerseyan dies without 
Christ. The region we serve is dark. People we see everyday are lost. Please pray 
that all we do would glorify God and shine light into the darkness around us.

Speciŉc Prayer Points:

•	 Compassion for the broken and lost
•	 Opportunities to share the hope of Jesus and to be lights in a dark world
•	 Souls to be saved by the power of the Gospel in Pennsylvania/South Jersey

Please lift up BRN Executive Director Barry Whitworth in prayer as he seeks the 
Lord’s guidance while exploring potential ministry partnerships in 
Denmark and Puerto Rico.

•	 Cheerful and sacriŉcal giving to the Cooperative Program from churches
•	 Joyful cooperation amongst BRN and SBC churches for the sake of the Gospel
